General Rules & Informa0on 
1. The PGT PLO Series at VeneBan Las Vegas will award the PGT Gold Cup to the player that accumulates the most PGT points. Players must cash in two events to

be eligible. Vene=an Las Vegas is not responsible for the administra=on or calcula=ons of PGT points. 
2. Players must be in the registra=on line by the start of play to qualify for any discounts. 
3. Late entries and reentries will pay the full tournament fee. Players are allowed unlimited reentries maximum in each. 
4. The Main Event (Event #1) will be 40-minute levels on Day 1 with registra=on open un=l the start of Level 10. Play concludes in each flight with approximately 

15% of the field remaining. Day 2 will combine both Day 1 flights and play down to the final table of seven.  
5. Events #2-5 will be 30-minute levels throughout and registra=on open un=l the start of Level 9. Day 1 will conclude with six players. Day 2 restarts at 12 p.m. 
6. Events #7-8 are single-day events and will be 25-minute levels throughout and registra=on open un=l the start of Level 9.  
7. The Championship (Event #6) will be 45-minute levels. Day 1 concludes aUer 12 levels and registra=on is open un=l the start of Day 2. 
8. Event #3 will see $3,000 to the prize pool and $2,000 towards boun=es. Boun=es begin with 25% of the field remaining and will be $8,000 each.  
9. Event #5 will see $3,000 to the prize pool and $2,000 towards mystery boun=es. The second-largest bounty will be held for the final table. 
10. All events are 7-handed but will play 8-handed if necessary while registra=on is open. Single table redraw at seven (7) players. 
11. The PGT poker shot clock is 20 seconds preflop and 30 seconds pos]lop. The shot clock begins on Day 2 of the Main Event, and players start with six-=me 

extensions. They will receive six more at the final table, and six more with 21 players remaining if Day 2 begins with more than 70. The shot clock begins from the 
start of play in the High Rollers and Championship. In the High Rollers, players start with six-=me extensions and receive addi=onal =me extensions once players 
in the money if the field exceeds 71 entrants (2) or 85 entrants (3). The final seven players will receive six (6) addi=onal =me extensions. In the Championship, 
players start with ten-=me extensions and receive six addi=onal =me extensions at the start of Day 2 and at the final table.  

12. TDA rules apply to all Vene=an Poker Room tournaments and players must be 21+ years of age and have a Vene=an Rewards card to par=cipate. 
13. Management has discre=on to add or remove breaks. Management reserves the right to cancel or change the tournaments. 
14. Winners must show a valid ID to collect winnings (casino chips or cash). Residents of foreign countries without a U.S. tax treaty will be subject to withholding. 

Pursuant to IRS regula=ons, W-2G or 1042 forms will be issues for all tournament winnings of $5,000 or more (net of buy-in amount).
